So, the priest was like, “Oh my, even sins now have color spectrum, color
coding-- choose your color. My dear friends, truth is truth even though no one
believes in the truth. A lie is a lie even if everyone believes in that lie.

I remember a Korean novela where the girl said to the guy, “Honey, | would
rather be slapped by the naked truth rather than be kissed by your sweet lies.”

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Worship in Spirit and in Truth

My dear friends in Christ, our Gospel reading today
invites us to worship in spirit and in truth.

Worship is not just simply a part of our schedule.

Worship is not just simply a part of our Christian life.
It is our Christian life-- because when we worship, we give
back to God the breath that He owns. And when we do not
worship God, we begin worshipping ourselves-- and that is
the beginning of our despair, destruction, and death.

Worship in spirit and in truth. Paano nga ba ang
pagsamba mula sa puso? — How do we worship from the heart?

[ remember my teacher said, “We have to worship the Lord hindi lamang sa
nguso kundi sa puso.—We must worship the Lord not only with our lips but also
with our heart.”

We worship from our heart. Worship comes from within us. It is not just simply
mechanical. It is not just simply formalistic. True worship is not just simply
confined in a particular place-- because we have the spirit of God.

According to the Second Reading, we can worship in spirit and in truth.
Pagsamba mula sa puso at hindi lamang mula sa nguso.

And, of course, we know that there are times in our life that it is hard for us
to worship. We can find no words in our worship sapagkat napakabigat ng ating
pinagdaraanan—because we have heavy burdens —trials, tribulations, kaliwa’t
kanang crises, left and right crises.

The Second Reading affirms that when we can no longer worship, we can
no longer pray. It is the Spirit of God who groans in us, who prays in us,
who prays for us.

So, worship has deeper meaning-- especially in moments of trials.

Reading Il: Romans 5:1-2, 5-8

1Brothers and sisters: Since we have been justified by faith, we
have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,?through
whom we have gained access by faith to this grace in which we
stand, and we boast in hope of the glory of God.°And hope does not

T disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out into our
Romans 3:1 2158 hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.
®For Christ, while we were still helpless, died at the appointed time for the
ungodly.”Indeed, only with difficulty does one die for a just person, though perhaps
for a good person one might even find courage to die.®But God proves his love for
us in that while we were still sinners Christ died for us.
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What Satisfies Our Thirst and Hunger

We sometimes say, “Father, ang hirap magworship.

Ang hirap magdasal. —It’s so hard to worship, so hard to pray,
especially when I am in pain.”

But my dear Feasters, every time we are in pain and we are
still worshiping, that is the truest form of worship-- because it is
already the Spirit who groans and worships in us.

The First Reading and the Gospel reading tells us that
when we are open to that challenge of worshipping in spirit

Ll and in truth, then we are like recipients of a living water.

Our worshlp is like a living water. It really fulfills our thirst, our hunger
for deeper love, for communion, for friendship.

Lahat naman tayo meron tayong uhaw at gutom—We all suffer thirst
and hunger. And the only One who can really satisfy the deep longings and thirst
and hunger of the human heart for love, for salvation, for hope, for healing—is the
One who created it. God Himself.

Worship in spirit and in truth. Truth is not just simply for truth itself. Truth is
not simply the end of it all. We speak the truth; we live the truth because we love.
Ang tunay na pagmamahal at pag-ibig, at paglilingkod, ay nakabase at nakabatay
sa katotohanan.—True love and true service are based on truth. Love can only
rejoice in the spirit of truth.

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Three Important Points
My dear friends, three important points:

1.God’s Truth Humbles Us

Humility comes from the root word humus—in
Tagalog, lupa.

One time, | saw a car sticker that says,
“No matter how big your heart is, no matter how hefty
your savings account is, no matter how flashy the car you
are driving, our graves will always be of the same size.”
Babalik at babalik tayo sa Iupa... We will always go back
to humus.

You know, with this COVID-19 Pandemic, we are

. - — reminded about the fragility of life.

L|fe is fragile, death is sure, tomorrow is not promised, jobs are temporary.

What we take so much pride in --military power, technology, wealth—those are
all nothing with the onslaught of COVID-19 Pandemic.

So, God’s truth indeed reminds us that we are all nothing, that outside
the mercy, and grace, and compassion of God, we are nobody. Eyes on Heaven,
feet on the ground—Dbecause everything is grace, everything is gift.

2. God’s Truth Disturbs Us

The truth coming from God does not only comfort and console us, but the real
truth coming from God disturbs us, confronts us, challenges us.

You know, in the seminary, there is this frame that says, “Conscience is God’s
built-in warning system.”

Be very happy when your conscience hurts you, or disturbs you, and be very
weary--matakot ka kapag hindi ka na binabagabag ng iyong konsensya, kasi ibig
sabihin ay best friend na natin si Taning.—Be afraid when your conscience no
longer bothers you—because it means your best friend is already Satan.

We say truth sets us free, but first, truth will make life difficult. Napakasarap
naman talagang mamuhay sa katotohanan. It’s great to live in the truth.

We say that a clear conscience is the best pillow. But we know how God’s truth
is sometimes difficult, is sometimes painful, is sometimes ugly. The truth is
inconvenient, as it is often said.

Why? Because the truth indeed humbles us, it exposes our motives, it points our
faults, it invites us to change. And we know, change doesn’t happen overnight.
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3. God’s Truth Liberates Us
Again, no matter how painful God’s truth is, certainly it would liberate us.
The problem is, when we are already fooling ourselves, we see light as dark

and dark as light. We are already believing in our own lies So, we lose our sanity.
We lose our self-respect when we believe in our own lies.

My dear friends, the truth coming from God, indeed, it would truly hurt us.
It would truly hurt our heart. But eventually, it would heal, it would renew
our soul.

Usually, we ask ourselves, “Am | happy?”’

Are you happy, Feasters? Are you contented? Are you successful?

My dear friends, those are important questions
of life.

But the real and more important question of life is
not just simply, “Am | happy?” But “Am | free? Malaya
ba ‘ko? Malaya ba ‘kong mabuhay sa liwanag ng
katotohanan na nagmumula sa Diyos?—Am | free to
live under the light of truth that comes from God?

Not just simply, “Am [ happy?” But “Am I free?”

I’m talking about the stuff that you do
on a daily basis. Your mental habits. Your lifestyle.

The reason | have an amazing, fantastic relationship with this beautiful girl right
here at the front row is we’ve developed over 25 years a system. We’ll be
celebrating in July our 25" Wedding Anniversary. You’re all invited to our
celebration... Oh, my gosh, what did I say? ©
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What Is Your System?

We’ve developed a system where every morning,
this is what we are going to do: We’re going to spend
time together. We’re going to kiss each other. We’ve
developed a system: once a week we’re going to have
a romantic date. We’ve developed a system: that if | hurt
her, I ask for forgiveness 25,000 times.

Every morning, what’s your system? What do you do
in the morning?

You know what I’m saying? You’ve got to change your system.

This Feast is a system—where every Sunday, you attend.

That’s a system. You make it regularly. You become faithful.

Tithing is a system. Making God your first expense.

Having a Light Group. Having a Feast Light. Not only this big one but a small
group of people where you share, where you pray...

All those are systems.

So, you do not rise to the level of your goals. | don’t care how many goals you
have: “I’m going to be a better husband...” “I’m going to have more finances...”

The goals are okay. But you don’t rise to their level. You fall to the level
of your system. This is what God wants you to do. He wants you to be responsible
and take charge of the systems in your life.

So, keep on listening to Leviticus. Keep on being blessed by Leviticus.

But mind you, God instituted all these laws for us to follow—not to stifle our
freedom but to actually protect our joy.

Parents, we all live by rules, right? Parents, I’m sure you have rules: for when
your children should study; for when they are allowed to surf the Internet-- play
video games, or watch Netflix.

I’m sure you have rules for those because you want them to learn their lessons,
you want them to graduate and be a step farther towards achieving their goals.
Right, parents?

During the Pandemic, the Government instituted some rules: the minimum
health standards, the minimum health protocols, to protect all of us, to prevent all
of us from spreading the Coronavirus Disease (COVID).

It would be very difficult for us to live in a society with no rules, with no
system, right? So, we need rules so that we won’t constantly live with chaos.

And the Word of God, in the Bible, gives us
rules, gives us commands, gives us systems that
we should follow so that we will live a life that is
pleasing to God.

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Laws on Sabbath

These laws in Leviticus, they were revolutionary—
they were controversial at that time.

Let’s discuss the Laws on Sabbath and you will see why...

Leviticus 19:3 says:

“...you must always observe my Sabbath days
of rest. I am the Lord, your God.” (19:3b NLT)

During those ancient times, there were no weekend rest days—people were
working every day. So, when God instituted the Laws on Sabbath, and the
Israelites started having a rest day, started having one whole day, every week,
regularly, the other nationalities, they started looking at the Israelites as lazy
people. They did not know that the Sabbath was very important to God. It was so
important that God mentioned it eight times in the Torah.

Because God was teaching the Israelites then—and God is teaching us now—
that we should rest in God’s embrace. Let’s be toxic, let’s work so hard for six
days a week. But on Sunday—for us—it was Saturday for the Israelites—on the
Sabbath, let us rest in God’s embrace, and let’s just surrender all of our trust,
all of our faith, all our confidence in the Lord.

You know, | was really having a hard time serving here in The Feast every
Sunday. Because | work Monday to Saturday, and my work is so toxic. You know
| am an obstetrician-gynecologist. | wake up in the middle of the night to deliver
babies. | work as a clinician—my private practice. | work as a government doctor.
| work as a hospital administrator. | work as a medical educator. Just enumerating
these, it seems | feel tired already.

So, to say that my schedule from Monday to Saturday is hectic and full—it’s an
understatement. So, it’s really hard for me to serve on a Sunday. | used to serve in
The Feast in SM Manila every Friday. So, | really rested on Sundays. But we had
to close that Feast because of the Pandemic, and we are serving now on Sunday.

You know, in my prayer time, God talked to me in my heart, and He asked me
this question: “Ryan, is serving in the Church rest or work?”

God’s voice sounded like He was angry: “Is serving in My Church rest
or work?”

And then He made me realize in my heart that serving here in The Feast every

Here’s another Law on Society that God instituted
in Leviticus 19:14-15:

Leviticus 19:14 NLT
“Do not insult the deaf or cause the blind to stumble.
‘ : | A{ You must fear your God; | am the Lord.”

@ Leviticus 19:15 NLT

“Do not twist justice in legal matters by favoring the poor or being partial to
the rich and powerful. Always judge people fairly.”

This particular Love Rule, this particular Holiness Rule, is teaching us to see all
people, to see everyone with dignity, with worth, with value.

This particular Holiness Law is telling us that the unborn child in the womb
Is @ human being, is a person with dignity.

This Law is teaching us that the severely ill, the disabled, the elderly—they are
human beings with dignity, with worth, and with value.

God is teaching us that the prisoners, the poor, the marginalized, the orphans,

the widows—they are human beings like us with dignity, with value, with worth.

And because of these laws, we should be opposing abortion. We all should be
opposing euthanasia, or assisted suicide for the terminally ill. We should be
opposing the death penalty. Because even people who society consider as burden,
even people who society consider as useless, they are human beings like us—
with dignity, with worth, with value. Why?

Because all of us were created as the Imago Del, with the image of God.

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Laws on Human Sacrifice

Leviticus 18:21 says:

Leviticus 18:21 NLT

“Do not permit any of your children to be offered as a sacrifice to Molech, for
you must not bring shame on the name of your God. | am the Lord.”

During the time of the Israelites,
3,000 years ago, the pagan Canaanites, they offered their
children to their God Molech. They would throw their
children—alive— into the fire of Molech just so they can
receive abundance in their agricultural exploits and in their
military services.

So, God had to tell the Israelites, “Don’t do that.
Don’t sacrifice your children. ‘

I’m sure you might think, how is this law applicable to us? We don’t kill
our children just to succeed in life...

But sadly, there are many who are sacrificing relationships, who are sacrificing
their loved ones, their friends, people close to them-- just to get ahead in life.

Yes, there are so many doing that.

Father and businessman who hardly goes home, who always spends his time
in the office. That person, that father has sacrificed his wife, has sacrificed his
children for the sake of money.

The politician who set aside the truth and propagated fake news. That politician
sacrificed the welfare of his constituents just to get elected, just to have power.

The aspiring actress or actor who would give sexual favors just to book a role
In @ movie or a television series. That particular actor or actress has sacrificed
integrity just to be popular.

So, we are still doing it. We are still doing human sacrifice to this day.

And Leviticus is telling us to stop. Stop sacrificing your relationships.

Stop sacrificing the people you love just to get ahead to achieve your goal.
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Laws on Superstition

Leviticus 19:26, 31 NLT

“Do not practice fortune-telling or witchcraft... Do not defile yourselves by turning to
mediums or to those who consult the spirits of the dead. | am the Lord your God.”

God is telling us to stop believing and practicing superstitions.
Many will tell you, “There’s no harm in doing that. Wala naming masama.—
There’s nothing bad about it”
For God, you are defiling yourself when you practice superstitious beliefs.
In other parts of the Bible, God calls superstitions and all of these practices
abominable. In Tagalog, kasuklam-suklam.

Question: Do you think “Wala hamang masama’ when you do something that
Is kasuklam-suklam?

Yes, there is something bad. Because these practices will
make us impure. These practices are abominable to God.

So, please, let’s stop doing it. Instead, let us declare that
only God is in control of our life.

So, let’s stop re-arranging our furniture for good luck.
Instead, let us re-arrange our priorities—so that we will
experience the providence and abundance of God.

Let’s stop consulting fortunetellers. Especially the
single people— stop consulting fortunetellers. Let’s pray
to God-- because God is the source of all good.

God is the source of all abundance.

Let’s stop wearing certain colors or charms

for protection. Instead, let’s put on the armor of God.
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* Leviticus 19:18 NLT

Do not séek'révenge or bear a grudge against a fellow Israelite, but love your
neighbor as yourself. | am thgm

So, all of these 49 rules, the core message, right smack in the middle,
is Love your neighbor as yourself.

That’s why we call them Love Rules.

And Jesus, a Bible scholar, who knew His Torah very well, when He was asked
what is the greatest of all commandments, He went straight to Leviticus 19:18—
the middle of the Holiness Laws-- and He said, “Love your neighbor as yourself.”

And Jesus loves us, His neighbors. We know that Jesus practiced what He
preached. So, on Christmas Day, Jesus became Man like us so that we would truly
be His neighbor. So, He would experience what we experience. He would feel
what we feel. And we became His true neighbor on that very first Christmas Night.

On Good Friday, Jesus became the greatest neighbor to that repentant thief—
His neighbor while He was on the Cross. Because that thief repented of His sin,
he was brought by Jesus to paradise on that very same day.

And on Easter Sunday, when Jesus rose from the dead, He enabled us,

He empowered us to also rise with Him so that we too would be His neighbor
in Heaven.

Please remember, God instituted all these Holiness Laws as Love Rules —
to enable us to be loved by Him. And also, to empower us to love others.

So, let’s not be afraid of these Holiness Laws. Let’s not be wary or stressed
about all these Laws. Instead, let’s use these Love Rules to be closer to people—
and to be closer to Jesus.

There was a time--19 years ago-- | was living a life of no rules. I just allowed
myself to be governed by anything and everything that gave me pleasure—
lust, money, popularity, and power.

Earlier, Bro. Bo showed my Tiktok video. I’'m no longer ruled by popularity,
Bro. Bo—even as that video has 3.6 million views. Ha-ha.
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Freedom To Serve
]  So, 19 years ago, God called me
to an intimate, loving relationship with Him.
And He convicted me. He gave me the grace
to live my life according to His rules
on chastity, according to His rules on sexual
purity, simple living, service to the Church,
and service to others.

And I’ve never been freer in my life--
even if there are so many rules. I’'m enjoying
the freedom now to live according to God’s
ways, to live a life which | hope is pleasing
to Him. I’m doing my best.

| have the freedom now to serve Him, to serve others, and to love all of you
as | love God.
