{;’ / on the Gospel: Matthew 10:37-42

THIS is one of those Gospels in which our Lord seems to be asking something that
Is very unrealistic of us.
Every day we see our mother and father, we love our mother and father.
Every day you see your son or your daughter and you love them.
But Jesus was saying, “Unless you love me more than you love them,
you’re not worthy of me.”

Very confusing. And the only way, really, that I think | can begin to share the
deeper meaning of this Gospel is to tell you the story of the happiest man I’ve ever
met in my entire life. But in the eyes of the world, he should have been among
the most unhappy -- because of the cards that were dealt to him very unfairly.
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The Happiest Man

When | was made parish priest many years
ago at a place called St. Peter and Paul
in Lehighton (Pennsylvania, United States),
| was there seven years.

And when | moved in, the former parish
priest and | had dinner and he said, “Let me
explain some of the things that go on
the programs in the parish.”

But then he said, “Now, not to worry,
because you won’t have to get up and open
the doors of the church because George Sipple
takes care of that. At the 6:00 A.M. Mass, he will have everythlng set up
by the time you get over to church. And not only that. We have two or three
nursing homes in our parish. George takes Holy Communion to all three of them
once a week.”

| said to myself, This guy is a real dynamo. I really am looking forward
to meeting him.

So, the next day, | got up in the morning, about quarter to 6:00, for the 6:00
A.M. Mass. | went over, and the church was about half full. People in Lehighton
love to go to early Mass before they go to work.

And so, I asked someone at the back pew, “Where is George Sipple?”

They said, “Front row, first man on the right.”

And so, | went down and there | met George Sipple-- 80 years old. He had set
everything up, opened everything up, and he was at that front row for the whole
of the Mass, received Communion so beautifully. And then, after Mass, | met him
in the Sacristy and he very graciously welcomed me to the parish.

And he said, “Father, | want you to come up to my house and have breakfast
with my wife. | want to introduce you to Anna.”

| said, “Okay, I’'ll do that.”

He said, “But oh, Father, wait until you meet my son Joey.”

When he said that, his eyes were wide open with pride and | thought,

Well, maybe %e’s the mayor, maybe has a Ph.D., or maybe he is very talented
musically. 7 didn’t know.

George said, “Come on up with me.”

So, we drove up to his house, went in. I greeted and met his wife Anna,
and then | met Joey.
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The Routine

Let me tell you just a bit about Joey. Total 55 years before
I met Joey, when he was born, they couldn’t get his head out
of the birth canal. So, the doctor went in with the forceps,
kind of forced it in a bit, squeezed too hard, and brought Joey
out with complete brain damage. And George could have sued
the doctor and won millions of dollars for that. But George
didn’t do it.

The doctor said to him, “You have a very difficult choice
here. Joey should be institutionalized. The state should take
care of him because he will never go to school, he will never
be able to talk to you in a way that you will understand him,
and he would never be able to work. We would encourage
you to put him into a state institution.”

But George said, “No, we won’t. We’ll take him home.”

And so, they did.

That morning when | met Joey, | immediately found out the routine.

George had been retired for many years, and every morning at 4:00 A.M., he
and Anna would get up. They would take Joey, they would toilet him, they would
bathe him, they would dress him because he wasn’t able to put together buttons,
and pull up his zipper.

Then, every morning, especially when George became an adult, they would take
him downstairs and put him on a very comfortable Barcalounger (comfortable
reclining chair) and there he would stay. And off to Mass George would go.

When he brought me to his house, introduced me to Anna.

Then he said, “This is my Joey!”

His wife Anna had cooked Joey’s breakfast—it had to be pureed because he
couldn’t eat anything solid-- or he would choke.

George said, “Father, now it’s time to feed Joey.”

So, he began to feed Joey. And | marveled at what | saw. This had been going
on for decades, the same routine every day:

“Okay buddy, here we go,” George said.

He then began to feed Joey. The only thing Joey could do in communicating
back was this sound, “Ehrrrr.” And he would do that often.

“That’s okay, buddy,” George replied.

And he would feed Joey again and Joey sometimes would spit it out and it
would be on his chin.

Very lovingly, George wiped his chin and said, “That’s okay, Joey, you’re
doing fine.”
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The Host

Well, it took George 45 minutes to feed his Joey, and never,
during that time, did I see anything but absolute joy in his face
as he was doing it.

And then as we were going out the door, he said, “Father, | have
to tell you something. We’re so blessed to have Joey. He never gives
us a hard time. We just love loving him!”

Now, think about that. Every day, for 55 years, without any
recognition of mom and dad. They give him love without receiving
that much in return and when | saw him wipe off the spit from Joey’s the chin,
| thought to myself, we pray, Give us this day our daily bread-- and then, maybe,
we spit the food out.

But George kind of reminded me of Papa God, the Heavenly Father, Abba,
Daddy God—that when we do that, he wipes our chin and says, “You can always
begin again.”

Oh, well, I remember being in the convent looking out from my window at very
steep steps that go up to the church. And I would watch George very slowly,
making his way up those steps, holding on to the railing to get Holy Communion
hosts from the church and to distribute the hosts to homes of elderly
(in the village).

The look on his face was one absolute anticipation-- couldn’t wait to get
the hosts, and he had that look on his face like, Oh, boy, /’m going to go get Jesus.

One time, George said to me, “Father, you know what, when I go in to those
old-age homes, and I go to the Catholics there, and I hold up that host ... they
come to life, their eyes are so bright.”

And | thought to myself, Yeah, they 've seen the real Presence of Jesus reflected
on the face of George who knew how to love sacrificially.

Reading I: 2 Kings 4:8-11, 14-16A

® Now it happened that, on a certain day, Elisha passed by Shunem. And there was a
great woman there, who took him to eat bread. And since he frequently passed by there,
he turned aside to her house, so that he might eat bread.® And she said to her husband:
“I have noticed that he is a holy man of God, who passes by us frequently.*® Therefore,
let us prepare a small upper room for him, and place a bed in it for him, and a table,
and a chair, and a lampstand, so that when he comes to us, he may stay there.”

1 Then it happened that, on a certain day, arriving, he turned aside into the upper room,
and he rested there.' Later Elisha asked, “Can something be done for Aer?” His
servant Gehazi answered, “Yes! She has no son, and her husband is getting on in
years.”™ Elisha said, “Call her.” When the woman had been called and stood at the
door,'® Elisha promised, “At this time, and at this same hour, with life as a companion, you will
have a son in your womb.”
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The Tears

Oh, well, George came to me one morning after Mass,
and he said, “Father, please pray for my daughter Anna.
She was just diagnosed with brain cancer.”

“What?”

“Yes, Father. Could you pray for her?”

And I did.

| didn’t hear him say to me when he asked me to pray
for her, “Father, why?!  Look at all those that have
been going on. I got this Joey who isn’t able to... and
now my poor Anna! She has brain cancer. Why?!”

George didn’t say that.

Anna died two months later. George was at the
funeral, in the front row, with his wife, and he attended Mass and he cried.

The price of love is lost and we pay with our tears.

But the next morning, without of being in denial of what had happened,
George was there at 5:30 A.M. to set up for Mass.

Oh, well, I was there seven years and about five years into being there, his wife
Anna had a stroke. And | remember being with George in the Intensive Care Unit
and she was dying.

And he took a hold of her hand and said the most loving words to her:

“Anna, thanks for putting up with me all these 56 years. But we had good times,
didn’t we? We took such good care of Anna and our beloved Joey. I’'m going
to miss you.”
He gave her a kiss. She died shortly after that. Then a year later, his Joey died.
So, he was all alone in the world now.

Reading Il: Romans 6:3-4, 8-11

® Brothers and sisters: Are you unaware that we who were baptized into Christ
Jesus were baptized into his death?

* We were indeed buried with him through baptism into death, so that, just as Christ
was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might live in newness of
life.2 If, then, we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with

him.® We know that Christ, raised from the dead, dies no more; death no longer has
power over him.%° As to his death, he died to sin once and for all; as to his life, he
lives for God.™ Consequently, you too must think of yourselves as dead to sin and
living for God in Christ Jesus.
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The Cross

I remember vividly that our Diocesan newspaper did a full-page story
on George Sipple in which he shared his life and his love of God and his love
of people. People were moved by what they read. Two weeks after that article
came out in the newspaper, | got a telephone call from his next-door neighbor:
“Something’s wrong. George is on the floor. We’re calling the ambulance.”

I made my way up as fast as | could-- only two blocks away.

| opened the door and when :

I went in, you know what, he
had a heart attack. And usually,
people who have a heart attack
when they fall over, they’re
kind of maybe scrunched up,
crumpled, face up. Not George.

I’ve never seen anything like
this in my entire life.

He was lying on the floor,
faced down, with his arms
spread wide (like the arms
of Jesus on the Cross).

The cross that George picked up daily for almost 60 years, he could finally
lay down. | believe it’s the same. It kind of explains the Gospel vividly. He never
asked why. He always was able to ask a second question that we never ask when
we’re hurting, when we have to pick up our cross.

Notice Jesus doesn’t say, “Pick up My cross.” He says, “Pick up yours.”

And George did that every day but asked the second question: Where, where
are you taking me with all of this?

You see, George loved God more than he loved Anna, more than he loved his
daughter, and more than he loved his Joey. Love here doesn’t mean romance.

It doesn’t mean feelings only...
Cross is an instrument of great pain at times but it is the greatest symbol
we have of unconditional love.

George learned that unconditional love in quiet, in realizing that he could share
anything with Jesus. He never edited his prayer, he never held back, and he told me
he was simply being in the Presence of Jesus and allowing Jesus to completely
love him, and doing that, he was able to love his family even more.

Because the temptation would be, “If I love them more than I love God, I'm
going to be an angry guy.”
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The Sacrificial Love

But George was just the opposite. The happiest
man | have ever met in my entire life had every
reason to be unhappy. But he loved God first,
and what kind of love is that? The same kind of love
as on the Cross—he loved sacrificially and loved
loving that way because he knew Jesus loved him
that way.

Very often, you know, we think about obligations
to God and that somehow, we must become what
He wants us to be and would then say,

“You’re worthy of me.”

No, that’s not the meaning of this. The meaning of this is that God doesn’t love
us as we should be or could be. He loves you just as you are and you need simply
to be with Him in the quiet and allow Him to love you.

I’1l close with this: Pope Francis, such a humble guy, he’s available, welcomes
people, not nasty to people. At 86, he’s really an old guy.

But he said, “You know, sometimes, I get at the end of the day and I’m so tired
when I go to the chapel...”

The Eucharist is exposed, he said, “I’'m too tired even to open up the book to say
my night prayer. I’ve gone through so much during the day with all the difficulties
of the church. What | simply imagine is that Jesus in the Eucharist is looking at me
with great love. Most of the time, when | do that, | fall asleep but 20 minutes or so.
Then, I’ll wake up and, you know what, I don’t feel guilty because I know during
those 20 minutes, Jesus never took His eye off of me.”

And He never takes His loving eye off of you either.

Go to Him, be with Him in the silence. Don’t edit your prayer. Pick up your
cross whatever it is—financial, emotional, relationships, work, school, that can be
painful. And sometimes it’s very painful.

But when you get in the quiet, remember what George asked. He asked his why
as anyone would have.

And you know what, Jesus never answered that question. God the Father never
answered one time in history the question, “Why?”

But He always answers the question, “Where?”

Where are you taking me with all of this?

He’s taking you to love your mother and father, your son or daughter, anyone
among your families and friends because that’s where He’s taking you—to love
them a little more deeply with unconditional, sacrificial love.

May we be like George and be happy no matter what. Have a good week.

at your decisions.

Because your decision every day is a product of your values. All | have to do
is to look at your daily decisions. Actually, if right now, you’re listening to me,
and you’re having a difficult time making a very important decision in your life,
my bet is, my suspicion is, you’re not clear about your values, about what is most
important to you.
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What’s Important to You?

Decision is all about value clarification.

| remember my mentor—his name is Joey Bonifacio.
He was talking about this: How many hours do we have
in a day? Just in case you don’t know, it’s 24.:)

And so, Joey was saying that every day, there is a
train that passes in front of you with 24 box cars. And
when a box is in front of you, appears in front of you,
that box car is empty. And so, what we do, is we fill
that box car.

These are decisions
that we have to make.
And I repeat that the
decisions we have to
make come from our
values. And so, what do
we put into that box car?
When the hour is over,
that box car is full and
then a new box car comes
and again, it’s empty. You cannot slow down the train. You cannot stop the train
If you wanted to. It just keeps on moving. That’s what time is.

And my dear friend, a time will come when that train will stop on its own. Yes
or no? And then we have no choice. It’s over. The end game. But while your life
continues -- and please inhale... and exhale... inhale, one more time... exhale...
the train continues. And there will always be this new box car that comes in. And it
will be empty. Every single hour, you put in what you value the most.

These box cars are magical. Why? Because what you put in the box car,
over time, grows—
multiplies. You put Magical Boxcars: What you put in multiplies over time!
the wrong thing in, the wrong thing grows and multiplies. And it will haunt you
five years from now, 19 years from now, 20 years from now.

But you try to put the good thing in that box car. That good thing will multiply.
And I want to thank God that I can look at my wife who’s celebrating her birthday
tomorrow (July 3)... Did I put the right , the good thing in my box cars 25 years
ago? I think I did. I think we both did. And that box car is so magical that 25 years
later, we’re harvesting the right thing.

God is waiting for your move.

So, the question is: What is your Da Move when it comes to the Lord?

There are three ways we’re going to teach you: Three ways to move in faith—
because our topic today is Faith.

How to move in faith? To learn to move in faith, first, you have to Do it afraid.

If you’re reading this during the time of Jesus, when Matthew wrote it, chances
are, you would be shocked to hear three words together in one sentence.
What are the three words?

Matthew 8:5 NLT

When Jesus returned to Capernaum,

a Roman officer came and pleaded with him...
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Three Words: 1. officer 2. came 3. pleaded.

Now, why would you never see these words
In one sentence during the time of Jesus?

First, because a Roman officer, back then, this guy
was called Centurion (commander of a military unit).
Roman officers were bosses. They had high authority.

Second, back in the day, if a Centurion needed
something from you, he would not come before you.
He would have you fetched so that you’d be there,
available for the boss for whatever he wants
from you.

Third, an officer would never plead. Usually, j
it’s the other way around. People would plead to the Centurion. But in this case,
you see in the story that the Centurion, the Roman officer, was the one coming
to Jesus and pleading to Him.

Now, if you’re going to use modern lenses, picture this for a moment:

Imagine a CEO—chief executive officer-- of a Forbes 500 company.
Somebody who is really powerful, somebody who’s really rich, somebody who’s
really successful.

Imagine that CEO coming down from his penthouse office to the basement staff
room and looking for the very first new clerk and saying, “I need you.”

That’s what it looks like: the Centurion was lowering himself before Jesus.
Remember that the Romans, they were rulers of the Jewish people. They were
the bosses.

Now, the question is: What would compel such a guy to lower himself and
come to Jesus and plead — not even for himself but in behalf of his servant?

Anyone, answer? Lead? Faith? I’m looking for one word...

Let me give you a clue: What compels married people to stay together?

What would compel a parent to go to work every single time— to leave family
behind and go abroad? It’s love, right?

Love makes you do something unpredictable. | mean, how many of you know
that? That parents would go abroad to work even if they’re afraid to leave their
family? Why? Because they love their family. Why is it that parents would
sacrifice day and night to provide for their children? Because they love
those children.

Why is it that you serve here at The Feast week after week, after week?

It’s because of love.

So, you know that when your love is greater than
anything, you can do things afraid.

Do it afraid. That’s the first move in faith.

You know who is the most dangerous person in the world is?

The scariest person in the world is a person who never listens. A person who
does not think, “I should report to this person because I’'m the boss.”

Persons who think they’re the greatest, they’re the smartest, they are very
dangerous. Because they never listen. They think they have the full authority.

What’s happening here is the Centurion is teaching us a lesson in humility.

He’s saying “I’m a leader, I’m in authority-- but hey, I’'m also under authority.
| also have bosses.”

And you know, I’ve met some people who have the heart of this Centurion.
We have an OB-GYNE—obstetrician-gynecologist—my tita, my aunt. She’s
the OB-GYNE of our family for as long as | can remember. She delivered most
of my cousins. She delivered my two kids. She has decades and decades
of experience.

But you know, one time, she told me, “Auds, I’d studied medicine for as long
as | can remember but now there is a point in my practice that | cannot not explain
how things work. Where my skills as a doctor ends, that’s when the grace
of God begins.”

That’s amazing. She acknowledges that there’s a higher authority above her.
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Strong Relationship with Jesus
When He heard what the Centurion said, Jesus

said this:
Matthew 8:10 NLT

""When Jesus heard this, he was amazed. Turning to those who were following him,
he said, “I tell you the truth, D\
I haven'’t seen faith like this in all Israel!” U

| wonder if Jesus would look into this crowd — whether
you’re here, or online—He would say, “I have not seen
faith like this person’s faith-- in all of Parafiaque, in all of
Bicutan, in all of Cebu, in all of Davao, in all of Metro Manila.”

You want to have that kind of faith that Jesus would say about you,
“I have not seen faith like this anywhere.”

That’s what He was saying about the Centurion and He added:

Matthew 8:11-12 NLT

" And I tell you this, that many Gentiles will come from all over the world - from east and g~

En vest- and sit down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob at the feast in the kingdom of Heaven. é’

You know, this tells me one thing: This is a message that says that Heaven
Is not a place just for people who attend Mass every day. Heaven is not a place
for those who pray the Rosary regularly. You’d be surprised that maybe
when we get to Heaven, we’ll see people there who had never attended
a spiritual community.

Jesus was saying that many Gentiles—pagans, non-believers-- will come from
the East and West — people who had never even heard of Him. But they have faith
stronger than our faith.

So, what is the lesson here? The lesson is that our faith should be so strong
that even if our practices are not as strong, our relationship with Jesus would

be the strongest.

When | was reading this story, somehow it did not make sense to me for Jesus
to simply tell the Centurion, “Go home.”
| mean, for every non-believer, one thing that you would do is that you
wouldn’t want to go home if there’s a problem at home. If somebody a home needs
to be healed, you’re going to look for a doctor. You’re going to look for a hospital.
You’re going to take matters into your own hands.
And yet Jesus said something so strange. He said, “Go back home.”
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Nina’s Story

May | share with you one last story, before
we close...

I’m going to be sharing a story on behalf of
somebody because she’s unable to share her
story. This is a story of my friend—her name is
Nina Siglos. Some of you might know her.

Nina, when | met her, she
was only 19 years old. At her tender age of 16, Nina was, like
young people, she had dreams, she had hopes, she had plans. And
she was a young bright student. But then, something would happen

in her life that would shift her plans and would derail her priorities.
{ Because she would go to the doctor to seek for counsel, and some
| procedures, because her menstrual cycle was irregular.
| So, they did a full body check-up on her. And little did she know
that that day she went for a brief visit to the hospital would turn into
one of the most devastating days of her life. Because when they
were doing the MRI (Magnetic Resonance Imaging) they discover
not the cause of her irregular menstrual cycle. But they discovered
that in the center of her brain, there was tumor. It was called
microadenoma.

So, just like any person would do, she sought a second
opinion and the second opinion, the same thing. And then she
sought another opinion, and then another, and then another, and
then another—until five doctors later, they would say the same
thing: that Nina has tumor right in the center of her brain.

And the scariest part about it is that if it would be left
untreated, the tumor would lead to blindness and other life-
threatening illnesses.

So, imagine: a young girl, by the age of 16, finding out about the sickness.

And it changed her entire life.

But you know, something happened. Right about that time, she had a
grandmother who was a faithful attendee of The Feast. She would come every
Sunday-- we were having The Feast still at the Philippine International Convention
Center (PICC). And she brought Nina to he Feast. Little did Nina know that would
change her life because the message when she stepped into The Feast she felt was
speaking directly to her.

How many of you can agree with me when | say
that the first time you attended The Feast,
or maybe when you attended The Feast at one
point, and you felt like the preacher or the priest
was talking to you directly?

Yeah. That’s all of us, right?

And that’s what Nina felt like. Because the
message at that time, she still remembers: it was
just when you did not know it, God would heal
you. Something of that sort. That just when you
least expect it, God is going to bless you.

That was the message.

And so, Nina did not want to leave The Feast without being prayed over by the
preacher. So, she waited. The problem was, the preacher, he’s known to disappear
from time to time after the service. But because she waited and she waited,
by some miracle, she saw the preacher and the preacher prayed for her.

How do | know this? Because | was that preacher.

You know, after that incident, everything changed for Nina.

She felt the love of the Lord, the embrace of the Lord, and she
started really building a relationship with Him. She started
reading the Bible, and continued reading every day. She just
started leaning in on the Lord, and she did that more and more.
And at some point, during the entire year of trial for Nina, she
somehow surrendered to the Lord.

And she deliberately said, “Lord, I know that You’re
in charge. | know that You have already handled this.
So, Your will be done over my life.”

And she just gave it to the Lord. She gave it to the Lord.
So, what did Nina do? She started living her life again. She
[ started studying diligently. She started praying even more.
She started worshipping. It became a lifestyle to her.

But you know, a year after, the scariest happened to Nina. She was going
for her third MRI, and she was in the clinic. Usually, the MRI would last for just
a couple of minutes, 30 minutes, a little over an hour. But for some reason, during
this time, they made her wait—she and her mom—for two hours.

So, by this time, she was getting worried: “Why in the world they make me
wait—if it wasn’t bad news?”
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Nina’s Good News

Finally, the rad tech (radiologic technologist)
came in. The rad tech talked to the mom. The
mom just had this look of confusion as he was
explaining ...

And then the mom turned to Nina and said,
“They could not see your tumor.”

“Oh, my God,” Nina gasped. “Huh,
what happened?”

She panicked.

And you know, the doctor came in and started explaining, “You know, I do not
know what happened. But whatever it is that you’re doing, continue to do that.”

And then, in Nina’s heart, she knew exactly what the doctor was saying:
Continue praying. Continue worshipping. Continue surrendering.

My goodness, you know, today

Nina is a healthy, happy young girl. .
Above, photo op with Nina
and her mom.

Nina is not here. For as long as she
can remember, her dream was to be
part of Camp Calye (annual summer
youth camp of the Light of Jesus Youth
Missions). But she could not join
because she was sick.

Today, the reason Nina is not here is, this weekend, she is officially a camper
in Camp Calye.

God is good.

And | talked with her just recently and | asked her, “How do you know it was
Jesus who healed you?”

She said, “I know...”

Because she received the good news on her third MRI. Just like Jesus was
resurrected on the third day, Nina’s good news was that she was raised to life
on the her third MRI.

God is good.
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“Go back home. Trust me.
Let me take care of it. I've handled it already.”

Going back to the story...It makes sense...

Jesus said, “Go back home.”

Go back home. What is that message? If | paraphrase that, it simply means this:
If you’re carrying a burden so heavy, right now, and you feel like you want to be
in charge, you want to be in control, and you want to hand le it, the message
of the Lord for you today is Go back home. Trust me. Let me do it because I’ve
handled it already.

Nina’s story is just one of many miracle stories that we know of. I’m sure that
you have your own miracle story that you carry with you. But let me go back
to the very first point that | started with. Da Moves. The moves.

Sadly, there are a lot of people who do not have the confidence to move.
Because they feel like they’re insecure. Or they’re unsure.

People who are unsure because they don’t have the courage, so they don’t make
the first move. But | want you to know that when it comes to the Lord, you don’t
actually have to make the first move. Because God did it already. God made
the first move.
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O * But God showed his great love for us = ’
by sending Christ for us while we were still sinners. .:_\’.’ (,"

God showed great love for all of us by sending Christ. What was the move
of God? God’s move was to send Jesus. That was the move. It was a checkmate
move for the Devil: Jesus Christ to be our Lord and our Savior.

So, my question for you today is this: What’s your next move?

Now that God sent Jesus Christ as our Lord and Savior, what’s your next
move? Will you believe that Jesus Christ came into this world to die for you?

What’s your move?

What’s your move?
